Holy	Week:	We	will	have	services	here	at	10	a.m.	on	both	Palm	Sunday,	
March	29,	and	Easter	Day,	April	5—but	not	Maundy	Thursday	or	Good	
Friday.	You	may	want	to	attend	another	church	to	mark	those	holy	days.	
For	Maundy	Thursday,	April	2,	consider	Christ	Church,	Charlevoix	(5:30	
p.m.,	200	State	Street),	or	Emmanuel	Church,	Petoskey	(7	p.m.,	1020	East	
Mitchell	Street).	Good	Friday:	12	noon	at	both	churches,	and	it	will	also	be	
observed	ecumenically	at	the	Free	Methodist	Church	at	839	State	Street.	
That	service	is	preceded	by	a	soup-and-bread	supper	at	5:30	p.m.	(bring	
soup	or	bread	to	share),	and	worship	begins	at	6:30.	You	can	also	find	
online	options	for	streaming.		

This	Wednesday,	the	Feast	of	the	Annunciation,	the	Most	Rev.	and	Rt.	
Hon.	Dame	Sarah	Mullalay	will	be	enthroned	as	the	106th	Archbishop	of	
Canterbury	at	Canterbury	Cathedral	in	County	Kent,	England.	The	service	
begins	at	10	a.m.	our	time	and	can	be	livestreamed	at	canterbury-
cathedral.org.	Click	on	“Worship	&	Music,”	then	“Online	Worship.”	

Who	Knew?	Did	you	know	that,	in	terms	of	members,	Haiti	is	the	largest	
diocese	in	the	Episcopal	Church?	That’s	right,	there	are	110	congregations	
in	Haiti,	including	23	in	Port-au-Prince.	Their	cathedral,	Holy	Trinity,	has	
been	destroyed	in	earthquakes	and	hurricanes	six	times!	The	diocese’s	
average	Sunday	attendance	in	2024	was	15,883	persons.	In	the	Diocese	of	
the	Great	Lakes,	ours	was	3,578.	

Spotlight	on	Hymnody:	The	original	text	for	Hymn	150	is	described	as	
“impossible	for	public	worship”	in	A	Dictionary	of	Hymnology	from	1892.	
This	assertion	may	be	because	it	had	fully	nine	stanzas,	not	the	six	we	
know	today.	One	of	these	was	this:	“And	shall	we	in	silken	ease,	festal	
mirth	carousals	high—all	that	can	our	senses	please—let	our	Lenten	hours	
pass	by?”	That’s	a	pretty	quirky	poetic	way	of	expressing	that	Mardi	gras	is	
over,	and	now	we	are	called	to	fast.
