Spotlight on Hymnody: The anonymous Lenten hymn we sing as “Now
let us all with one accord” (Hymn 147) was found in several tenth-century
manuscripts, in Latin. The editors of The Hymnal 1982 made numerous
changes to the original translation in order to use inclusive language
wherever possible: “Faithful men” has been rendered “those of faith,” and
“we sinful men” changed to “our sinful race,” for instance.

Have we got your information? Dave Penniman established a parish
register for us, since we previously had none. This is where we record basic
information, including birth, baptismal, and confirmation dates—most of
which are blank. Barrie will have your page copied for you next week;
please take it home and bring it back with the information completed.

Who Knew? “Taking medieval England as a whole, there is more evidence
for veiling and the use of a Lenten array than for use of blue, purple, or
any other liturgical color particular to any season. The use of plain or even
“rough” white linen, often embroidered with crosses or other symbols,
may have been more nearly universal than the use of any color scheme for
Lent.”
